DISCUSSION/ANALYSIS

Work under Contract No. GWRS-2004-1 awarded to J.F. Shea Construction Inc. for
$290,800,066 is currently under construction and two change orders are being
presented to the Committee in accordance with project procedures.

Change Order 125: Consists of an increase in the contract price of $614,862 and no
increase in contract time relating to one extra work item. The items of work consisted of
modifications the civil site layout on the north portion of the plant. Conflicts with the
design of the laboratory building as well as other utilities required changes in the
rerouting of an 18 inch storm drain line. This PCO also included raising curb grades
around the air gap area which trapped surfaced drainage and any overflow water from
the reservoir tank. Gravel pavement subgrading and improving surface run-offs in the
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area was also included. Additionally, lighting, walkways, curbing, trash enclosures,
parking, signage all needed to be included in the contract.

Change Order 126: Consists of an increase in the contract price of $110,826 and no
increase in contract time relating to one extra work item. The items of work a relocation
of a 12 inch OCSD pipeline required to accommodate construction and shoring of the
96-inch microfiltration feed line. Approximately 625 of ductile iron pipe was installed
with a more southern tie in. A cathodic test station was also installed as part of this
change order.

The change to the contract price for all change orders to-date amounts to an increase
of $11,926,656, which is a 4.2% increase in project costs. The budgeted versus actual
costs are indicated in Table 1.

PCO number 477R5 is based on Orange County Water District (OCWD) requesting to modify the civil site layout, in
particular the Ellis parking, at the north end of the plant. The modifications are necessary to reflect the design changes
and relocation of future laboratory building, which is under a different design contract.
